 Family Time services include an intake and      

assessment, parenting education,             

transportation, and the development of an 

individualized family plan to support the    

family’s needs. 

 

Family Time Plans are developed in            

collaboration with case managers and parents 

to address areas of needed improvement   

including: meeting the child(ren)’s physical, 

emotional, developmental, and safety needs. 

 

 

Family Time uses parent-directed,               

pre-planning of the visit, suggestion and/or 

modeling of parenting techniques, as well as 

instruction and resources regarding child    

development, child engagement, and family 

enrichment.

Our supervised visitation services are provided at 

no cost to DFCS for children in foster care.

Visitation Supervisors are trained, LMSWs       

dedicated to promoting safety, permanency, and 

well-being for children and families through      

objective, nurturing guidance.

Visitation Supervisors use a strength-focused    

approach while working with parents on building 

new skills. 

*** 

Family Time works cooperatively with families, 

DFCS, and legal professionals. 

*** 

Family Time provides thorough qualitative and 

quantitative documentation of visits for use by 

DFCS. 

*** 

The Visitation Supervisor can testify regarding   

observed parenting skills and the parent-child    

interactions.
